Internet connection enables the printer to deliver HP+ specific app features and firmware updates.

During setup, you must connect the printer to the Internet using a supported network connection. After setup,
you can print using a USB cable connection, if desired, but the printer must still be connected to the Internet.
Use Original HP cartridges

Original HP cartridges are cartridges manufactured and sold by HP in official HP packaging. If non-Original HP
supplies or refilled cartridges are installed, HP+ printers will not operate as expected.

Use only
paper that is supported by the document feeder.

B NOTE: Some features, such as the Fit to Page copy feature, do not work when you load your originals in the
document feeder. For those features to work, load your originals on the scanner glass.

1. Load your original print-side up into the document feeder.
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a. Ifyou are loading an original printed in portrait orientation, place the pages so that the top edge of the
document goes in first. If you are loading an original printed in landscape orientation, place the pages
so that the left edge of the document goes in first.

b.  Slide the paper into the document feeder until you hear a tone or see a message on the printer control
panel display indicating that the loaded pages were detected.

Change the default paper settings

The printer can automatically detect whether the input tray has paper loaded and detect whether the loaded
paper is large, small, or medium width. You can change the default large, medium, or small paper size detected
by the printer.

2. Select the tray and touch Modify to make the desired changes.

Paper basics

The printer is designed to work well with most types of office paper. It is best to test a variety of paper types
before buying large quantities.

Use HP paper for optimum print quality. Visit hp.com for more information about HP paper.

HP recommends plain papers with the ColorLok logo for printing everyday
documents. All papers with the ColorLok logo are independently tested to meet high
standards of reliability and print quality, and produce documents with crisp, vivid color,
bolder blacks, and that dry faster than ordinary plain papers. Look for papers with the
ColorLok logo in a variety of weights and sizes from major paper manufacturers.

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Tips for selecting and using paper

For best results, follow the guidelines when loading paper into a tray or document feeder.
e Load only one type and one size of paper at a time.

e Make sure the paper is loaded correctly.

e Do not overload the tray.

e Avoid loading the following paper to prevent jams and poor print quality:

Multipart forms

— Media that is damaged, curled, or wrinkled

— Media with cutouts or perforations

— Media that is heavily textured, embossed, or does not accept ink well
— Media that is too lightweight or stretches easily

— Media that contains staples or clips

Configure using the embedded web server (EWS)

The EWS is the printer homepage accessed through a web browser. Use the EWS to manage printer functions
and settings from your computer or mobile device.

e View the printer status information.
e (heck the information and status of the printing supplies.
e Receive notification of printer and supplies events.

e View and change the network and the printer settings.

Things to note when accessing the EWS.

e If the web browser displays a message indicating that the website is unsafe, select the option to continue.
Accessing the website does not harm your device.

e Depending on how the printer is connected, some features in the EWS might not be available.
e Foryour security, some settings in the EWS are password-protected.

If prompted for a password, enter the default printer PIN available on the label inside the printer access door.
If you have changed the password, enter your new password.

e The EWSis not accessible beyond the network firewall.

Use the EWS to view or change IP configuration settings, and manually set an IPv4 address, subnet mask and
default gateway.

Open the embedded web server (EWS)

Open a web browser and type the IP address or hostname of the printer.

If
you have changed the password, enter your new password.

Update printer

Update printer using the control panel

You can update your printer firmware manually using the control panel.

3. Touch Firmware Update, touch Next, and then select any of the desired option:

Paper loading tips

Following are the paper loading tips for successful printing:

Make sure that the paper is loaded in the tray properly, and set the correct media size and media type. Upon
loading paper in tray, you will be prompted to set the media size and media type from the control panel.

Load a stack of paper (not just one page). All the paper in the stack must be of the same size and type to
avoid a paper jam.

Load paper with the print-side down.
Make sure paper is loaded in the tray lays flat and the edges are not bent or torn.

Adjust the paper-width guides in the tray to fit snugly against all paper. Make sure that the guides do not
bend the paper in the tray.

Tips for copy and scan success

Use the following tips to copy and scan successfully:

Keep the glass and the back of the lid clean. The scanner interprets anything it detects on the glass as part
of the image.

Load your original print-side down on the scanner glass and align it with the marking on the rear left corner
of the glass.

To make a large copy of a small original, scan the original into the computer, resize the image in the scanning
software, and then print a copy of the enlarged image.

If you want to adjust scan size, output type, scan resolution, or file type, and so on, start scan from the HP
software.

To avoid incorrect or missing scanned text, make sure the brightness is set appropriately in the software.

If you want to scan a document with several pages into one file instead of multiple files, start the scan with
the HP software instead of selecting Scan from the printer display or use document feeder to scan.

When scanning from a mobile camera, make sure to scan in a well-lit area so that the original has good
contrast with the surface it is lying on.

Mobile Fax

Use this feature in HP software to quickly scan and fax multiple pages from your mobile device or computer.

Dynamic Security Enabled Printers

This printer is intended to work only with cartridges that have a new or reused HP chip. A reused HP chip enables
the use of reused, remanufactured, and refilled cartridges.

The printer uses dynamic security measures to block cartridges using a non-HP chip. Periodic firmware updates
delivered over the internet will maintain the effectiveness of the dynamic security measures and block cartridges
that previously worked.

Updates can improve, enhance, or extend the printer’s functionality and features, protect against security threats,
and serve other purposes, but these updates can also block cartridges using a non-HP chip from working in

the printer, including cartridges that work today. Unless you are enrolled in certain HP programs such as Instant
Ink or use other services that require automatic online firmware updates, most HP printers can be configured

to receive updates either automatically or with a notification that allows you to choose whether to update or

Tips for handling cartridges and printhead
The following tips help maintain HP cartridges and ensure consistent print quality.

e (artridges can be left in the printer for extended periods of time. However, to assure optimal cartridge
health, be sure to turn off the printer properly when the printer is not in use.

e Make sure you leave the cartridges installed.
e Use Original HP cartridges

If you have an HP+ printer, you must use Original HP cartridges. If non-Original HP or refilled cartridges are
installed, the printer will not be able to print.

e Make sure you turn off the printer properly to avoid damage to the cartridges.

e Keep all cartridges in the original sealed packages until they are needed.

e Store cartridges at room temperature (15-35° C or 59-95° F).

e Dropping, jarring, or rough handling during installation can cause temporary printing problems.
e Do not clean the printhead unnecessarily. This wastes ink and shortens the life of the cartridges.
e Some color ink is used even when printing with black cartridge only

— Inkis usedin a number of ways throughout the inkjet printing process.
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— Ink from the cartridges is used in the printing process in a number of different ways, including in the
initialization process, which prepares the printer and cartridges for printing, and in printhead servicing,
which keeps print nozzles clear and ink flowing smoothly. In addition, some residual ink is left in the
cartridge after it is used, and some ink evaporates.

e If you are transporting the printer, follow these tips to prevent ink leaks or printer damage.

—  Make sure you turn off the printer by pressing the Power button. Wait until all sounds of internal motion
stop before unplugging the printer.

— The printer must be transported sitting flat, it must not be placed on its side, back, front, or top.

Check estimated ink levels
You can check estimated ink levels using the printer control panel.

Alternatively, you can also check estimated ink levels using the HP software and the embedded web server

Learn how to avoid paper jams

To help avoid paper jams, follow these guidelines.

Always keep the printer on a flat surface.

When paper jam occurs, try not to tilt the printer up-side down to remove any foreign materials as it might
damage the printer.

Remove printed papers from the output tray frequently.

Make sure that you are printing with paper that is not wrinkled, folded, or damaged.

Prevent curled or wrinkled paper by storing all unused paper flat in a resealable bag.

Do not use paper that is too thick or too thin for the printer.

Make sure that the trays are loaded correctly and are not too full.

See L oad media.

Make sure that the paper loaded in the input tray lays flat and the edges are not bent or torn.

Do not place too much paper in the document feeder tray.

See Specifications for information on the maximum number of sheets allowed in the document feeder.

Do not mix different paper types and paper sizes in the input tray; the entire stack of paper in the input tray
must be the same size and type.

Adjust the paper-width guides in the input tray to fit snugly against all paper. Make sure the paper-width
guides do not bend the paper in the input tray.

Clear a print carriage jam
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e Do not force paper too far inside the input tray.

e If you are printing on both sides of a page, do not print highly saturated images on light weight paper.
e Use paper types that are recommended for the printer.

e Do not load paper while the printer is printing.

e Whenremoving the input tray, it is recommended to remove the tray completely from the printer to make
sure no paper is stuck at the rear of the tray. You might need to check the opening in the printer where the
tray was, and reach into the gap to remove any paper.

Solve paper-feed problems
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What kind of problem are you having?

e Paper is not picked up from a tray
—  Make sure paper is loaded in the tray.
See Load media.

—  Make sure the paper-width guides are set to the correct markings in the tray for the paper size you are
loading. Also make sure the paper guides are snug, but not tight, against the stack.

— Make sure that the stack of paper is aligned with the appropriate paper size lines on the bottom of
the input tray, and does not exceed the stack height indicated by one or more label on the side or
paper-width guide of the input tray.

— Make sure paper in the tray is not curled. Uncurl paper by bending it in the opposite direction of the curl.

—  Fan paper before loading

If needed, pull out the
input tray from the printer and reload the paper correctly, making sure that the paper guides are aligned
correctly.

— Load paper into the printer only when it is not printing.

—  Make sure the rear access door is securely shut.

e Multiple pages are being picked up

— Make sure the paper-width guides are set to the correct markings in the tray for the paper size you are
loading. Also make sure the paper-width guides are snug, but not tight, against the stack.

—  Make sure that the stack of paper is aligned with the appropriate paper size lines on the bottom of
the input tray, and does not exceed the stack height indicated by one or more label on the side or
paper-width guide of the input tray.

— Make sure the tray is not overloaded with paper.

—  Use HP paper for optimum performance and efficiency.
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Printer is unable to print

Check printer connection to the Internet

Verify that the printer is connected to the Internet. If disconnected, the printer will not work as expected.

Your printer might be occasionally disconnected from the Internet (for example. power outage, network or router
issues or turning off the printer when not in use). You might be able to print a limited number of pages while the
printer is disconnected, but it is critical to reconnect the printer to continue printing.

Make sure to use Original HP cartridges
